How Coney Tsland got its neme remains a mystery,, though people: have found explanations from

almost every stage of it histary. y

A writien record came out in 1924, Tt suys that the island was once the home of the Konoh peo-
ple. The name Konoh was mispronounced and finslly hecams “Coney. ”

Anather explanation finds the name connected with the arival of Honry Hudson in New York
Husbor in 1609, Accaxding t &t Jhn Coloman, Hisdon'  igh-hand s, was killad by Tdians,
o hanor him, poople named the iland afer Him.

The Dutch sctded in Manhattan in 1624 , and they came to Coney Island soon aftervard. Since
the Dutch word for rabbit( ) was korjn and the sland hed ' Targe population of wild rabbits,
many people have supposed this fact to huve led to the namo. There was a different slory about the
Duteh word. The Dutch fought the Indians there and were believed to have said that their enemies
“ran Like rabbits. *

According to an exticle in a maguzine, an Iish eaptain named Peter O* Connor sailed betweon
New York and Ireland in the late 1700s, and he named Coney Island afto an island that was closo to
his home in Ireland and of the same sizo as the American island. ’

Unfortunately, there is litle evidence({E4E) that the Dutch, or the English after them, used
any word like “ Coney” for several centuries. Theze is a lot of evidence, howere, that the uame Co-

ney lsland camo into use in the first half of the 19th contury, after a ferry ( FEAR) service to camy
passengers from the island to the mainland.

For example, many people learn:a siumbsr of
English words uot by memorizing them or studying them directly, but by doing something they enjoy,
like listening to popular songs that eontain them. Similasly; some péople learn words in Chinése of
Japanese not by studying those languages directly , but by ‘studying mertial arts, stich as kung fi or
aikido, in which Chinese or Japancss terms are used. Forcign stndents in the, United States often
learn tho system ( #7R) of measurement simply by having to shop and cock for themselves.  Those.

[image: image9.jpg]Many educators believe that such s kind of leaming, generally called contont-based learning, is
the best way to leam the rules of a system. Supporters of content-based learning argue that people
can best imderstand and remember & syétem” s basic fules by obriing upon thein fn the context( 5
$0)of that system — not by, studying and memorizing them out of contort.. Therefors, supporters of
content-based learming focl thal grammatical rules can best be mestorod indirectly through zeading
snd writing, sather than by more memorization, Likcwise, they feel that mathematical ules cin hest
be leamed by working aut reallifo problems where such rules ate neéded to find out ths answers, I
many casea, our own leaming expericnces mey support the idea that we have  docper understanding
of rules we find out from context than of those memorizedont of context.
